
RCW 57.04.140  Formation—Alternative method—New development. 
(1) As an alternative means to forming a water-sewer district, a 
county legislative authority may authorize the formation of a water-
sewer district to serve a new development that at the time of 
formation does not have any residents, at written request of sixty 
percent of the owners of the area to be included in the proposed 
district. The county legislative authority shall review the proposed 
district according to the procedures and criteria in RCW 57.02.040.

(2) The county legislative authority shall appoint the initial 
water-sewer commissioners of the district. The commissioners shall 
serve until seventy-five percent of the development is sold and 
occupied, or until some other time as specified by the county 
legislative authority when the district is approved. Commissioners 
serving under this section are not entitled to any form of 
compensation from the district.

(3) New commissioners shall be elected according to the 
procedures in chapter 57.12 RCW at the next election held under RCW 
29A.04.321 that follows more than ninety days after the date seventy-
five percent of the development is sold and occupied, or after the 
time specified by the county legislative authority when the district 
is approved.

(4) A water-sewer district created under this section may be 
transferred to a city or county, or dissolved if the district is 
inactive, by order of the county legislative authority at the written 
request of sixty percent of the owners of the area included in the 
district.
