BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that adverse chil dhood
experiences are a powerful comon determ nant of a child' s ability to
be successful at school and, as an adult, to be successful at work, to
avoi d behavioral and chronic physical health conditions, and to build
heal thy rel ati onshi ps. The purpose of this chapter is toidentify the
pri mary causes of adverse chil dhood experiences in communities and to
mobi lize broad public and private support to prevent harm to young
children and reduce the accunmulated harm of adverse experiences
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t hroughout chil dhood. A focused effort is needed to: (1) Identify and
pronote the use of innovative strategies based on evi dence-based and
research- based approaches and practices; and (2) align public and
private policies and funding wth approaches and strategi es which have
denonstrated effectiveness.

The |l egislature recognizes that many community public health and
safety networks across the state have know edge and expertise regarding
the reduction of adverse childhood experiences and can provide
| eadership on this initiative in their communities. In addition, a
broad range of community coalitions involved wwth early |l earning, child
abuse prevention, and conmunity nobilization have coal esced in many
comuni ties. The adverse childhood experiences initiative should
coordi nate and assenbl e the strongest conponents of these networks and
coalitions to effectively respond to the challenge of reducing and
preventing adverse childhood experiences while providing flexibility
for communities to design responses that are appropriate for their
comunity.

NEW_ SECTION. Sec. 2. The definitions in this section apply
t hroughout this chapter unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Adverse chil dhood experiences"” neans the follow ng indicators
of severe childhood stressors and famly dysfunction that, when
experienced in the first eighteen years of life and taken together, are
proven by public health research to be powerful determ nants of
physi cal, nental, social, and behavioral health across the |ifespan
Chi |l d physical abuse; child sexual abuse; child enotional abuse; child
enotional or physical neglect; alcohol or other substance abuse in the
home; nmental illness, depression, or suicidal behaviors in the hong;
i ncarceration of a famly nenber; witnessing intinmate partner violence;
and parental divorce or separation. Adverse chil dhood experiences have
been denonstrated to affect the developnent of the brain and other
maj or body systens.

(2) "Community public health and safety networks" or "networks"
means the organi zati ons aut horized under RCW70. 190. 060.

(3) "Departnment” neans the departnent of social and health
servi ces.

(4) "Director" neans the director of the departnment of early
| ear ni ng.

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(5) "Evidence-based" has the sane neaning as in RCW43. 215. 146.
(6) "Research-based" has the sane neaning as in RCW43. 215. 146.
(7) "Secretary" neans the secretary of social and health services.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1)(a) The secretary of the departnent of
social and health services and the director of the departnent of early
| earning shall actively participate in the developnment of a
nongovernnental private-public initiative focused on coordinating
government and phil ant hropi ¢ organi zati ons' investnents in the positive
devel opnment of children and preventing and mtigating the effects of
adverse chil dhood experiences. The secretary and director shal
convene a planning group to work with interested private partners to:
(i) Develop a process by which the goals identified in section 1 of
this act shall be net; and (ii) devel op recommendati ons for inclusive
and diverse governance to advance the adverse chil dhood experiences
initiative.

(b) The secretary and director shall select no nore than twelve to
fifteen persons as nenbers of the planning group. The nenbers sel ected
must represent a diversity of interests including: Early | earning
coalitions, community public health and safety networks, organizations
that work to prevent and address child abuse and neglect, tribes,
representatives of public agency agencies involved with interventions
in or prevention of adverse childhood experiences, philanthropic
organi zati ons, and organi zati ons focused on community nobilizati on.

(c) The secretary and director shall cochair the planning group
nmeeti ngs and shall convene the first neeting.

(2) The planning group shall submt a report on its progress and
recomendations to the appropriate |egislative commttees no |ater than
Decenber 15, 2011.

(3) In addition to other powers granted to the secretary, the
secretary may:

(a) Enter into contracts on behalf of the departnent to carry out
t he purposes of this chapter;

(b) Provide funding to communities or any governance entity that is
created as a result of the partnership; and

(c) Accept gifts, grants, or other funds for the purposes of this
chapter.
