WAC 240-20-056 Records index. (1) The committee has available
to all persons at the department's offices in Olympia a current index
which provides identifying information as to the following records is-
sued, adopted, or promulgated by the committee:

(a) Minutes of committee meetings, state legislation, and pro-
posed rules and regulations pertaining to committee standards.

(b) Those statements of policy and interpretations of policy,
statute, and the constitution which have been adopted by the commit-
tee;

(c) Administrative staff manuals and instructions to staff that
affect a member of the public;

(d) Planning policies and goals, interim and final planning deci-
sions, and application guidelines;

(e) Factual staff reports and studies, factual consultant's re-
ports and studies, scientific reports and studies, and any other fac-
tual information derived from tests, studies, reports, or surveys,
whether conducted by public employees or others.

(2) A system of indexing shall be as follows:

(a) The indexing system will be administered by the public re-
cords officer and located in the department's office in Olympia, Wash-
ington.

(b) Copies of all indexes shall be available for public inspec-
tion and copying in the manner provided for the inspection and copying
of public records.

(c) The public records officer shall update all indexes at least
once a year and shall revise such indexes when deemed necessary by the
committee.
