
WAC 246-374-070  Toilet facilities.  (1) There shall be provided 
separate toilet facilities for each sex. Such toilets shall consist of 
adequately designed and maintained privies, chemical toilets or other 
facilities for the collection and disposal of human wastes, as may be 
approved by the local health officer.

(2) A minimum number of three toilets for each sex shall be pro-
vided for the first five hundred patrons and one additional toilet for 
each sex shall be provided for each additional five hundred patrons or 
major fraction thereof. The total number of toilets shall be based on 
the projected maximum daily attendance.

(3) Toilet facilities shall be located within 300 feet of all 
portions of all day use and overnight camping areas. In addition, 
there shall be toilets immediately adjacent to food concessions, medi-
cal service and administrative areas.

(4) Toilet facilities shall be constructed in a manner to provide 
privacy and to facilitate cleaning and maintenance. Toilets shall be 
kept clean and free of insects, rodents and excessive odors.

(5) An adequate quantity of toilet paper shall be provided.
