Adult family home;

Assisted living facility;

Child care center;

Children's foster home;

Children's group home;

Group home;

Group training home;

Staffed residential home.

Respite care may also be provided in:

The individual's home or place of residence;
The individual's relative's home; and

Other DDA-contracted community settings such as a camp, se-
nior center, and adult day care center.

(3) Your respite care provider may take you into the community
while providing respite services.
