WAC 516-21-245 1Interim measures. After receiving a complaint of
misconduct, the dean of students may implement interim measures inten-
ded to safeguard a member, or members, of the Western community. An
interim measure will be as minimally restrictive as possible and will
remain in place until the complaint is resolved. Interim measures can
include administrative no-contact orders, trespass orders, or similar
directives. Notices for interim measures are made in writing and will
include how an objection can be raised.
