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(2) "Law enforcement agency" means the police department, the1

prosecuting attorney, the state patrol, the director of public safety,2

or the office of the sheriff.3

(3) "Practitioner of the healing arts" or "practitioner" means a4

person licensed by this state to practice ((podiatry)) podiatric5

medicine and surgery , optometry, chiropractic, nursing, dentistry,6

osteopathy and surgery, or medicine and surgery or to provide other7

health services. The term "practitioner" shall include a duly8

accredited Christian Science practitioner: PROVIDED, HOWEVER, That a9

person who is being furnished Christian Science treatment by a duly10

accredited Christian Science practitioner shall not be considered, for11

that reason alone, a neglected person for the purposes of this chapter.12

(4) "Institution" means a private or public hospital or any other13

facility providing medical diagnosis, treatment or care.14

(5) "Department" means the state department of social and health15

services.16

(6) "Child" or "children" means any person under the age of17

eighteen years of age.18

(7) "Professional school personnel" shall include, but not be19

limited to, teachers, counselors, administrators, child care facility20

personnel, and school nurses.21

(8) "Social service counselor" shall mean anyone engaged in a22

professional capacity during the regular course of employment in23

encouraging or promoting the health, welfare, support or education of24

children, or providing social services to adults or families, including25

mental health, drug and alcohol treatment, and domestic violence26

programs, whether in an individual capacity, or as an employee or agent27

of any public or private organization or institution.28

(9) "Psychologist" shall mean any person licensed to practice29

psychology under chapter 18.83 RCW, whether acting in an individual30
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capacity or as an employee or agent of any public or private1

organization or institution.2

(10) "Pharmacist" shall mean any registered pharmacist under the3

provisions of chapter 18.64 RCW, whether acting in an individual4

capacity or as an employee or agent of any public or private5

organization or institution.6

(11) "Clergy" shall mean any regularly licensed or ordained7

minister, priest or rabbi of any church or religious denomination,8

whether acting in an individual capacity or as an employee or agent of9

any public or private organization or institution.10

(12) "Child abuse or neglect" shall mean the injury, sexual abuse,11

sexual exploitation, or negligent treatment or maltreatment of a child12

by any person under circumstances which indicate that the child’s13

health, welfare, and safety is harmed thereby. An abused child is a14

child who has been subjected to child abuse or neglect as defined15

herein: PROVIDED, That this subsection shall not be construed to16

authorize interference with child-raising practices, including17

reasonable parental discipline, which are not proved to be injurious to18

the child’s health, welfare, and safety: AND PROVIDED FURTHER, That19

nothing in this section shall be used to prohibit the reasonable use of20

corporal punishment as a means of discipline. No parent or guardian21

shall be deemed abusive or neglectful solely by reason of the parent’s22

or child’s blindness, deafness, developmental disability, or other23

((handicap)) disability .24

(13) "Child protective services section" shall mean the child25

protective services section of the department.26

(14) "Adult dependent persons not able to provide for their own27

protection through the criminal justice system" shall be defined as28

those persons over the age of eighteen years who have been found29

legally incompetent pursuant to chapter 11.88 RCW or found disabled to30
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such a degree pursuant to said chapter, that such protection is1

indicated: PROVIDED, That no persons reporting injury, abuse, or2

neglect to an adult dependent person as defined herein shall suffer3

negative consequences if such a judicial determination of incompetency4

or disability has not taken place and the person reporting believes in5

good faith that the adult dependent person has been found legally6

incompetent pursuant to chapter 11.88 RCW.7

(15) "Sexual exploitation" includes: (a) Allowing, permitting, or8

encouraging a child to engage in prostitution by any person; or (b)9

allowing, permitting, encouraging, or engaging in the obscene or10

pornographic photographing, filming, or depicting of a child for11

commercial purposes as those acts are defined by state law by any12

person.13

(16) "Negligent treatment or maltreatment" means an act or omission14

which evidences a serious disregard of consequences of such magnitude15

as to constitute a clear and present danger to the child’s health,16

welfare, and safety.17

(17) "Developmentally disabled person" means a person who has a18

disability defined in RCW ((71.20.016)) 71A.10.020 .19

(18) "Child protective services" means those services provided by20

the department designed to protect children from child abuse and21

neglect and safeguard the general welfare of such children and shall22

include investigations of child abuse and neglect reports, including23

reports regarding child care centers and family child care homes, and24

the development, management, and provision of or referral to services25

to ameliorate conditions which endanger the welfare of children, the26

coordination of necessary programs and services relevant to the27

prevention, intervention, and treatment of child abuse and neglect, and28

services to children to ensure that each child has a permanent home.29

In determining whether protective services should be provided, the30
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department shall not decline to provide such services solely because of1

the child’s unwillingness or developmental inability to describe the2

nature and severity of the abuse or neglect.3

(19) "Malice" or "maliciously" means an evil intent, wish, or4

design to vex, annoy, or injure another person. Such malice may be5

inferred from an act done in will ful disregard of the rights of6

another, or an act wrongfully done without just cause or excuse, or an7

act or omission of duty betraying a will ful disregard of social duty.8

Subprogram categories should27

include but not be limited to reading, music, mathematics, language28

arts, science, social studies, health and physical education,29
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extracurricular sports, nonsport extracurricular, instructional1

supportive services, supportive services/principal’s office, and2

counseling.3

(4) A description of separately funded state programs which are4

included in the school district budget as instructional or other5

specialized services. A summary of expenditures should be included6

which identify the portion of the budget expended for salaries7

materials, and other expenditures. Where applicable this category9

should include but not be limited to vocational education,10

((handicapped)) disabled , and culturally disadvantaged.11

(5) A description of federal programs which augment state and local12

programs in the district. A summary of expenditures should be included13

which identify this portion of the budget expended for salaries14

(certificated and classified), employee benefits, supplies and15

materials, and other expenditures.16

(6) A description of other programs sponsored by the school17

district which are supported by fees, special grants, and/or18

contributions. A summary of expenditures should be included which19

identify this portion of the budget expended for salaries (certificated20

and classified), employee benefits, supplies and materials, and other21

expenditures.22

(7) A description of supportive services, including a listing of23

specific goals and a summary of expenditures, which identify the24

portion of the budget expended for salaries (certificated and25

classified), employee benefits, supplies and materials, and other26

expenditures. Supportive services should include the elements of board27

of directors, superintendent/personnel, business services, maintenance28

and operations, food service, and transportation.29

It includes the11

computation of the present monetary value of benefits payable to12

present members, and the present monetary value of future employer and13

employee contributions, giving effect to mortality among active and14

retired members and also to the rates of disability, retirement,15

withdrawal from service, salary and interest earned on investments.16

(18) "Disability board" means either the county disability board or17

(19) "Disability leave" means the period of six months or any21

portion thereof during which a member is on leave at an allowance equal22

to the member’s full salary prior to the commencement of disability23

retirement.

(23) "Regular interest" means such rate as the director may17

determine.18

(24) "Retiree" for persons who establish membership in the19

retirement system on or after October 1, 1977, means any member in20

receipt of a retirement allowance or other benefit provided by this21

chapter resulting from service rendered to an employer by such member.22

(25) "Department" means the department of retirement systems23

created in chapter 41.50 RCW.24

(26) "Director" means the director of the department.25

(27) "State actuary" or "actuary" means the person appointed26

(3) The blind, the visually ((handicapped)) disabled , the hearing18

impaired, and the otherwise physically disabled are entitled to full19

and equal accommodations, advantages, facilities, and privileges on20

common carriers, airplanes, motor vehicles, railroad trains, motor21

buses, street cars, boats, and all other public conveyances, as well as22

in hotels, lodging places, places of public resort, accommodation,23

assemblage or amusement, and all other places to which the general24

public is invited, subject only to the conditions and limitations25

established by law and applicable alike to all persons.26

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In accordance with the policy set forth in RCW 70.84.010, the1

blind, the visually ((handicapped)) disabled , the hearing impaired, and2

states to provide such facilities and programs on a basis of16

cooperation with one another, thereby serving the best interests of17

such offenders and of society. The purpose of this compact is to18

provide for the development and execution of such programs of19

cooperation for the confinement, treatment and rehabilitation of20

offenders.21

ARTICLE II--Definitions22

As used in this compact, unless the context clearly requires23

(b) "Sending state" means a state party to this compact in which3

conviction was had.4

(c) "Receiving state" means a state party to this compact to which5

an inmate is sent for confinement other than a state in which6

conviction was had.7

(d) "Inmate" means a male or female offender who is under sentence8

to or confined in a prison or other correctional institution.9

(e) "Institution" means any prison, reformatory or other10

correctional facility except facilities for the mentally ill or11

mentally ((handicapped)) disabled in which inmates may lawfully be12

confined.13

ARTICLE III--Contracts14

(a) Each party state may make one or more contracts with any one or15

more of the other party states for the confinement of inmates on behalf16

of a sending state in institutions situated within receiving states.17

Any such contract shall provide for:18

1. Its duration.19

2. Payments to be made to the receiving state by the sending state20

for inmate maintenance, extraordinary medical and dental expenses, and21

any participation in or receipt by inmates of rehabilitative or22

correctional services, facilities, programs or treatment not reasonably23

included as part of normal maintenance.24

3. Participation in programs of inmate employment, if any; the25

disposition or crediting of any payments received by inmates on account26

thereof; and the crediting of proceeds from or disposal of any products27

resulting therefrom.28
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4. Delivery and retaking of inmates.1

5. Such other matters as may be necessary and appropriate to fix2

the obligations, responsibilities and rights of the sending and3

receiving states.4

(b) Prior to the construction or completion of construction of any5

institution or addition thereto by a party state, any other party state6

or states may contract therewith for the enlargement of the planned7

capacity of the institution or addition thereto, or for the inclusion8

therein of particular equipment or structures, and for the reservation9

of a specific percentum of the capacity of the institution to be kept10

available for use by inmates of the sending state or states so11

contracting. Any sending state so contracting may, to the extent that12

monies are legally available therefor, pay to the receiving state, a13

reasonable sum as consideration for such enlargement of capacity, or14

provision of equipment or structures, and reservation of capacity.15

Such payment may be in a lump sum or in installments as provided in the16

contract.17

(c) The terms and provisions of this compact shall be a part of any18

contract entered into by the authority of or pursuant thereto, and19

nothing in any such contract shall be inconsistent therewith.20

ARTICLE IV--Procedures and Rights21

(a) Whenever the duly constituted judicial or administrative22

authorities in a state party to this compact, and which has entered23

into a contract pursuant to Article III, shall decide that confinement24

in, or transfer of an inmate to, an institution within the territory of25

another party state is necessary in order to provide adequate quarters26

and care or desirable in order to provide an appropriate program of27

rehabilitation or treatment, said officials may direct that the28

confinement be within an institution within the territory of said other1

party state, the receiving state to act in that regard solely as agent2

for the sending state.3

(b) The appropriate officials of any state party to this compact4

shall have access, at all reasonable times, to any institution in which5

it has a contractual right to confine inmates for the purpose of6

inspecting the facilities thereof and visiting such of its inmates as7

may be confined in the institution.8

(c) Inmates confined in an institution pursuant to the terms of9

this compact shall at all times be subject to the jurisdiction of the10

sending state and may at any time be removed therefrom for transfer to11

a prison or other institution within the sending state, for transfer to12

another institution in which the sending state may have a contractual13

or other right to confine inmates, for release on probation or parole,14

for discharge, or for any other purpose permitted by the laws of the15

sending state; provided that the sending state shall continue to be16

obligated to such payments as may be required pursuant to the terms of17

any contract entered into under the terms of Article III.18

(d) Each receiving state shall provide regular reports to each19

sending state on the inmates of that sending state in institutions20

pursuant to this compact including a conduct record of each inmate and21

certify said record to the official designated by the sending state, in22

order that each inmate may have the benefit of his or her record in23

determining and altering the disposition of said inmate in accordance24

with the law which may obtain in the sending state and in order that25

the same may be a source of information for the sending state.26

(e) All inmates who may be confined in an institution pursuant to27

the provisions of this compact shall be treated in a reasonable and28

humane manner and shall be cared for and treated equally with such29

similar inmates of the receiving state as may be confined in the same30
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institution. The fact of confinement in a receiving state shall not1

deprive any inmate so confined of any legal rights which said inmate2

would have had if confined in an appropriate institution of the sending3

state.4

(f) Any hearing or hearings to which an inmate confined pursuant to5

this compact may be entitled by the laws of the sending state may be6

had before the appropriate authorities of the sending state, or of the7

receiving state if authorized by the sending state. The receiving8

state shall provide adequate facilities for such hearings as may be9

conducted by the appropriate officials of a sending state. In the10

event such hearing or hearings are had before officials of the11

receiving state, the governing law shall be that of the sending state12

and a record of the hearing or hearings as prescribed by the sending13

state shall be made. Said record together with any recommendations of14

the hearing officials shall be transmitted forthwith to the official or15

officials before whom the hearing would have been had if it had taken16

place in the sending state.

(h) Any inmate confined pursuant to the terms of this compact shall28

have any and all rights to participate in and derive any benefits or29

incur or be relieved of any obligations or have such obligations30
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modified or his status changed on account of any action or proceeding1

in which he could have participated if confined in any appropriate2

institution of the sending state located within such state.3

(i) The parent, guardian, trustee, or other person or persons4

entitled under the laws of the sending state to act for, advise, or5

otherwise function with respect to any inmate shall not be deprived of6

or restricted in his exercise of any power in respect of any inmate7

confined pursuant to the terms of this compact.8

ARTICLE V--Acts Not Reviewable In Receiving State; Extradition9

(a) Any decision of the sending state in respect of any matter over10

which it retains jurisdiction pursuant to this compact shall be11

conclusive upon and not reviewable within the receiving state, but if12

at the time the sending state seeks to remove an inmate from an13

institution in the receiving state there is pending against the inmate14

within such state any criminal charge or if the inmate is suspected of15

having committed within such state a criminal offense, the inmate shall16

not be returned without the consent of the receiving state until17

discharged from prosecution or other form of proceeding, imprisonment18

or detention for such offense. The duly accredited officers of the19

sending state shall be permitted to transport inmates pursuant to this20

compact through any and all states party to this compact without21

interference.22

(b) An inmate who escapes from an institution in which he is23

confined pursuant to this compact shall be deemed a fugitive from the24

sending state and from the state in which the institution is situated.25

In the case of an escape to a jurisdiction other than the sending or26

receiving state, the responsibility for institution of extradition27

proceedings shall be that of the sending state, but nothing contained28

herein shall be construed to prevent or affect the activities of29
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officers and agencies of any jurisdiction directed toward the1

apprehension and return of an escapee.2

ARTICLE VI--Federal Aid3

Any state party to this compact may accept federal aid for use in4

connection with an institution or program, the use of which is or may5

be affected by this compact or any contract pursuant thereto and any6

inmate in a receiving state pursuant to this compact may participate in7

any such federally aided program or activity for which the sending and8

receiving states have made contractual provision; provided that if such9

program or activity is not part of the customary correctional regimen10

the express consent of the appropriate official of the sending state11

shall be required therefor.12

ARTICLE VII--Entry Into Force13

This compact shall enter into force and become effective and14

binding upon the states so acting when it has been enacted into law by15

any two contiguous states from among the states of Alaska, Arizona,16

California, Colorado, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, New17

Mexico, Oregon, Utah, Washington and Wyoming. For the purposes of this18

article, Alaska and Hawaii shall be deemed contiguous to each other; to19

any and all of the states of California, Oregon and Washington; and to20

Guam. Thereafter, this compact shall enter into force and become21

effective and binding as to any other of said states, or any other22

state contiguous to at least one party state upon similar action by23

such state. Guam may become party to this compact by taking action24

similar to that provided for joinder by any other eligible party state25

and upon the consent of Congress to such joinder.

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this article, Guam shall be deemed contiguous to Alaska, Hawaii,1

ARTICLE VIII--Withdrawal and Termination3

This compact shall continue in force and remain binding upon a4

party state until it shall have enacted a statute repealing the same5

and providing for the sending of formal written notice of withdrawal6

from the compact to the appropriate officials of all other party7

states. An actual withdrawal shall not take effect until two years8

after the notices provided in said statute have been sent. Such9

withdrawal shall not relieve the withdrawing state from its obligations10

assumed hereunder prior to the effective date of withdrawal. Before11

the effective date of withdrawal, a withdrawing state shall remove to12

its territory, at its own expense, such inmates as it may have confined13

pursuant to the provisions of this compact.14

ARTICLE IX--Other Arrangements Unaffected15

Nothing contained in this compact shall be construed to abrogate or16

impair any agreement or other arrangement which a party state may have17

with a non-party state for the confinement, rehabilitation or treatment18

of inmates nor to repeal any other laws of a party state authorizing19

the making of cooperative institutional arrangements.20

ARTICLE X--Construction and Severability21

The provisions of this compact shall be liberally construed and22

shall be severable. If any phrase, clause, sentence or provision of23

this compact is declared to be contrary to the constitution of any24
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participating state or of the United States or the applicability1

thereof to any government, agency, person or circumstance is held2

invalid, the validity of the remainder of this compact and the3

applicability thereof to any government, agency, person or circumstance4

shall not be affected thereby. If this compact shall be held contrary5

to the constitution of any state participating therein, the compact6

shall remain in full force and effect as to the remaining states and in7

full force and effect as to the state affected as to all severable8

matters.9

other diagnostic, screening, preventive, and rehabilitative services;24

and (o) like services when furnished to a ((handicapped)) disabled25

child by a school district as part of an individualized education26

program established pursuant to RCW 28A.155.010 through 28A.155.100.27

For the purposes of this section, the department may not cut off any28
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prescription medications, oxygen supplies, respiratory services, or1

other life-sustaining medical services or supplies.2

"Medical assistance," notwithstanding any other provision of law,3

shall not include routine foot care, or dental services delivered by4

any health care provider, that are not mandated by Title XIX of the5

social security act unless there is a specific appropriation for these6

services. Services included in an individualized education program for7

a ((handicapped)) disabled child under RCW 28A.155.010 through8

28A.155.100 shall not qualify as medical assistance prior to the9

implementation of the funding process developed under RCW 74.09.524.10

(2) The department shall amend the state plan for medical11

assistance under Title XIX of the federal social security act to12

include personal care services, as defined in 42 C.F.R. 440.170(f), in13

the categorically needy program.14

(3) The department shall adopt, amend, or rescind such15

administrative rules as are necessary to ensure that Title XIX personal16

care services are provided to eligible persons in conformance with17

federal regulations.18

(a) These administrative rules shall include financial eligibility19

indexed according to the requirements of the social security act20

providing for medicaid eligibility.21

(b) The rules shall require clients be assessed as having a medical22

condition requiring assistance with personal care tasks. Plans of care23

must be approved by a physician and reviewed by a nurse every ninety24

days.25

(4) The department shall design and implement a means to assess the26

level of functional disability of persons eligible for personal care27

services under this section. The personal care services benefit shall28

be provided to the extent funding is available according to the29

assessed level of functional disability. Any reductions in services30

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(a) Multiply the district’s base year levy percentage as defined in1

subsection (2) of this section by the district’s levy base as2

determined in subsection (4) of this section;3

(b) Reduce the amount in (a) of this subsection by the total4

estimated amount of any levy reduction funds as defined in subsection5

(7) of this section which are to be allocated to the district for the6

1987-88 school year;7

(c) Divide the amount in (b) of this subsection by the district’s8

levy base to compute a new percentage; and9

(d) The percentage in (c) of this subsection or twenty percent,10

whichever is greater, shall be the district’s maximum levy percentage11

for levies collected in calendar year 1988.12

(6) For excess levies for collection in calendar year 1989 and13

thereafter, a district’s maximum levy percentage shall be determined as14

follows:15

(a) Multiply the district’s maximum levy percentage for the prior16

year or thirty percent, whichever is less, by the district’s levy base17

as determined in subsection (4) of this section;18

(b) Reduce the amount in (a) of this subsection by the total19

estimated amount of any levy reduction funds as defined in subsection20

(7) of this section which are to be allocated to the district for the21

current school year;22

(c) Divide the amount in (b) of this subsection by the district’s23

levy base to compute a new percentage; and24

(d) The percentage in (c) of this subsection or twenty percent,25

whichever is greater, shall be the district’s maximum levy percentage26

for levies collected in that calendar year.27

(7) "Levy reduction funds" shall mean increases in state funds from28

the prior school year for programs included under subsection (4) of29

this section: (a) That are not attributable to enrollment changes,30
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compensation increases, or inflationary adjustments; and (b) that are1

or were specifically identified as levy reduction funds in *the2

appropriations act. If levy reduction funds are dependent on formula3

factors which would not be finalized until after the start of the4

current school year, the superintendent of public instruction shall5

estimate the total amount of levy reduction funds by using prior school6

year data in place of current school year data. Levy reduction funds7

shall not include moneys received by school districts from cities or8

counties.9

(8) For the purposes of this section, "prior school year" shall10

mean the most recent school year completed prior to the year in which11

the levies are to be collected.12

(9) For the purposes of this section, "current school year" shall13

mean the year immediately following the prior school year.14

(10) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop rules15

and regulations and inform school districts of the pertinent data16

necessary to carry out the provisions of this section.17
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
