AN ACT Relating to the master's degree requirement for teachers;

amending RCW 28A.410.040 and 28A.410.050; and creating a new section.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The state board of education shall study

the current requirements for the certification of teachers and
administrators, and shall prepare a report to the legislature that
includes options for improving the current certification system. The
report, at a minimum, shall analyze postinitial certificate
requirements, including the continuing education, endorsement, and the
fifth-year requirements, and shall analyze the merits of requiring
teachers and administrators to develop personal education plans after
they have obtained their initial certificates. The report shall be
submitted to the appropriate committees of the house of representatives

and senate by December 1, 1992.
