Subject to the limitations of RCW 28B.15.910, the governing boards13

of the state universities, the regional universities, The Evergreen14

State College, and the community colleges may waive all or a portion of15

the tuition, operating, and services and activities fees for children16

of any person who was a Washington domiciliary and who within the past17

eleven years has been determined by the federal government to be a18

prisoner of war or missing in action in Southeast Asia, including19

Korea, or who shall become so hereafter, if the children meet such1

other educational qualifications as such institution of higher2

education shall deem reasonable and necessary under the circumstances.3

Applicants for free or reduced tuition shall provide institutional4

administrative personnel with documentation of their rights under this5

section.6

((Before June 30, 1995, no individual waiver program under this7

section may be reduced by more than twice the percentage reduction8

required in operating fee foregone revenue from tuition waivers in the9

biennial state appropriations act.))10

(c) Community colleges that currently have excess enrollments more15

than the authorized variance, by means of enrollments that would have16

otherwise been eligible for state funding, shall reduce those excess17

enrollments to within the authorized variance by September 1, 1995, in18

at least equal annual reductions, commencing with the 1991-92 fiscal19

year.20

(d) Except as permitted by (c) of this subsection, should the21

number of student-supported, full-time equivalent enrollments in any22

fiscal year fall outside the authorized variance, the college shall23

return by September 1st to the state general fund, an amount equal to24

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student educational costs at the community colleges computed as1

provided in RCW 28B.15.067 and 28B.15.070: PROVIDED, That the building2

fees for each academic year shall be one hundred and twenty-seven3

dollars and fifty cents. Beginning with the 1995-96 academic year the4

building fee for each academic year shall be a percentage of total5

tuition fees. This percentage shall be calculated by the higher6

education coordinating board and be based on the actual percentage the7

building fee is of total tuition in the 1994-95 academic year, rounded8

up to the nearest half percent.9

(3) The governing boards of each of the state community colleges22

shall charge to and collect from each student a services and activities23

fee. Each governing board may increase the existing fee annually,24

consistent with budgeting procedures set forth in RCW 28B.15.045, by a25

percentage not to exceed the annual percentage increase in resident26

student tuition fees: PROVIDED, That such percentage increase shall27

not apply to that portion of the services and activities fee previously28

committed to the repayment of bonded debt. The services and activities29

fee committee provided for in RCW 28B.15.045 may initiate a request to30

the governing board for a fee increase.31

(4) Tuition and services and activities fees consistent with32

subsection (3) of this section shall be set by the state board for33

community and technical colleges for summer school students unless the34

community college charges fees in accordance with RCW 28B.15.515.35

Subject to the limitations of RCW 28B.15.910, each governing board36

may charge such fees for ungraded courses, noncredit courses, community37

services courses, and self-supporting courses as it, in its discretion,38
