AN ACT Relating to a pilot project on resident tuition rates and
financial aid portability for students residing in certain border
counties; anmendi ng RCW 28B. 15. 012, 28B.10. 790, and 28B. 12. 030; addi ng
new sections to chapter 28B.80 RCW adding a new section to chapter
28B. 15 RCW and providi ng an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. A newsection is added to chapter 28B. 80 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The legislature finds that certain tuition policies in O egon
state are nore responsive to the needs of students living in economc
regions that cross the state border than the WAshi ngton state policies.
Under Oregon policy, students who are WAshi ngton residents may enrol
at Portland State University for eight credits or | ess and pay the sane
tuition as Oregon residents. Further, the state of Oegon passed
legislation in 1997 to begin providing to its community coll eges the
sanme | evel of state funding for students residing in bordering states
as students residing in O egon.

(2) The legislature intends to build on the recent O egon
initiatives regarding tuition policy for students in bordering states

and to facilitate regional planning for higher education delivery, by
creating a pilot project on resident tuition rates and financial aid
portability in two WAashi ngton counties that border Oregon state.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 2. A newsectionis added to chapter 28B. 80 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The border county hi gher educati on opportunity pilot project is
created. The pilot project has two purposes.

(2) The first purpose of the pilot project is to allow three
Washi ngton institutions of higher education that are located in two
counties on the Oregon border to inplenent, on a trial basis, tuition
policies that correspond to Oregon policies. Under the border county
pilot project, Lower Colunbia Community College and O ark Comrunity
Col | ege may enroll students who reside in the bordering Oregon counties
of Colunbia and Mul tnomah at resident tuition rates. The Vancouver
branch of Washington State University may enroll students who reside in
the bordering Oregon counties of Colunbia and Miltnonah for eight
credits or less at resident tuition rates.

(3) The second purpose of the pilot project is to permt needy
resi dent students who reside in the Washi ngton border counties of Cark
and Cow itz to use their state-funded financial aid awards when they
attend eligible career schools or community colleges |located in the
Oregon counties of Colunbia or Miultnomah; or to enroll at Portland
State University for eight credits or |ess.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 3. A newsectionis added to chapter 28B. 80 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The higher education coordinating board shall adm nister
Washi ngton’s participation in the border county higher education
opportunity pilot project.

(2) The board shall permt eligible needy Washington residents
domciled in Clark or Cowitz county for at |least ninety days before
enrollment to use their state need grant awards when the students are
enrolled in eligible career schools and community colleges |located in
Col unbia or Multnomah county, Oregon, and their state need grant and
wor k study awards when the students are enrolled for eight credits or
less at Portland State University in Portland, Oregon. The board may
adopt rules to establish eligibility criteria for student and
institutional participation in the pilot project.
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(3) By Novenber 30, 2001, the board shall report to the governor
and appropriate commttees of the legislature on the results of the
pilot project. The report shall include a recommendati on on t he extent
to which border county tuition policies and financial aid portability
prograns should be revised or expanded.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 4. A newsection is added to chapter 28B. 15 RCW
to read as foll ows:

For the purposes of determning resident tuition rates, "resident
student" i ncl udes:

(1) Aresident of Oregon, residing in Colunbia or Miltnomah county,
who neets the follow ng conditions:

(a) The student is eligible to pay resident tuition rates under
Oregon | aws and has been domiciled in Colunbia or Miul tnomah county for
at |east ninety consecutive days imediately before enrollnment at a
community college located in Clark or Cowitz county, Washington; or

(b) The student is enrolled in courses |ocated at the Vancouver
branch of Washington State University.

Sec. 5. RCW28B. 15.012 and 1997 c¢ 433 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

Whenever used in chapter 28B. 15 RCW

(1) The term"institution"” shall nmean a public university, coll ege,
or community college within the state of Washi ngton

(2) The term "resident student” shall nean:

(a) Afinancially independent student who has had a domcile in the
state of Washington for the period of one year imedi ately prior to the
time of commencenent of the first day of the senester or quarter for
whi ch the student has registered at any institution and has in fact
established a bona fide domcile in this state primarily for purposes
ot her than educational;

(b) A dependent student, if one or both of the student’s parents or
| egal guardi ans have naintained a bona fide domcile in the state of
Washi ngton for at |east one year imediately prior to commencenent of
the senmester or quarter for which the student has registered at any
institution;

(c) A student classified as a resident based upon domcile by an
institution on or before May 31, 1982, who was enrolled at a state
institution during any termof the 1982-1983 academ c year, so |ong as
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such student’ s enrol | nent (excepting suner sessions) at aninstitution
in this state is continuous;

(d) Any student who has spent at | east seventy-five percent of both
his or her junior and senior years in high schools in this state, whose
parents or |egal guardians have been domciled in the state for a
period of at |east one year wthin the five-year period before the
student graduates from high school, and who enrolls in a public
institution of higher education within six nonths of [|eaving high
school, for as long as the student remains continuously enrolled for
three quarters or two senesters in any cal endar year

(e) A student who is the spouse or a dependent of a person who is
on active mlitary duty stationed in the state;

(f) A student of an out-of-state institution of higher education
who is attending a Washington state institution of higher education
pursuant to a hone tuition agreenent as descri bed in RCW28B. 15. 725; or

(g) A student who neets the requirenents of RCW 28B.15.0131 or
section 4 of this act: PROVIDED, That a nonresident student enrolled
for nore than six hours per senester or quarter shall be considered as
attending for primarily educational purposes, and for tuition and fee
payi ng purposes only such period of enrollnment shall not be counted
toward the establishnment of a bona fide domcile of one year in this
state unless such student proves that the student has in fact
established a bona fide domcile in this state primarily for purposes
ot her than educational.

(3) The term"nonresident student"” shall nmean any student who does
not qualify as a "resident student" wunder the provisions of RCW
28B. 15. 012 and 28B. 15.013. Except for students qualifying under
subsection (2)(f) of this section, a nonresident student shall i ncl ude:

(a) A student attending an institution with the aid of financial
assi stance provided by another state or governnmental unit or agency
t hereof, such nonresi dency continuing for one year after the conpletion
of such senester or quarter. This condition shall not apply to
students fromCol unbi a or Mil t nomah county, Oregon participatingin the
border county pilot project under sections 2 through 4 of this act.

(b) A person who is not a citizen of the United States of America
who does not have permanent or tenporary resident status or does not
hol d "Ref ugee- Parol ee” or "Conditional Entrant” status with the United
States inmgration and naturalization service or is not otherw se
permanently residing in the United States under color of |aw and who
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does not also neet and conply with all the applicable requirenents in
RCW 28B. 15. 012 and 28B. 15. 013.

(4) The term "domcile" shall denote a person’s true, fixed and
per mmnent honme and place of habitation. It is the place where the
student intends to remain, and to which the student expects to return
when the student | eaves without intending to establish a new domcile
el sewhere. The burden of proof that a student, parent or guardi an has
established a domcile in the state of Wshington primarily for
pur poses ot her than educational lies with the student.

(5) The term"dependent” shall nean a person who is not financially
i ndependent. Factors to be considered in determ ni ng whet her a person
is financially i ndependent shall be set forth in rules and regul ati ons
adopted by the higher education coordinating board and shall include,
but not be limted to, the state and federal inconme tax returns of the
person and/or the student’s parents or |egal guardian filed for the
cal endar year prior to the year in which application is nmade and such
ot her evidence as the board nmay require.

Sec. 6. RCW 28B.10.790 and 1985 c¢ 370 s 54 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Washington residents attending any nonprofit college or
university in another state which has a reciprocity agreenent with the
state of Washington shall be eligible for the student financial aid
program outlined in RCW 28B. 10.800 through 28B.10.824 if (1) they
qualify as a "needy student"” under RCW 28B. 10.802(3), and (2) the
institution attended is a mnmenber institution of an accrediting
associ ation recogni zed by rule of the higher education coordinating
board for the purposes of this section and is specifically enconpassed
withinor directly affected by such reci procity agreenent and agrees to
and conplies with program rules and regulations pertaining to such
students and institutions adopted pursuant to RCW 28B. 10. 822.

(2) Students participating in the pilot project under sections 2
through 4 of this act are eligible for the student financial aid

prograns outlined in RCW 28B. 10.800 through 28B.10.824 and chapter

28B. 12 RCWonly if the students:
(a) Wuld qualify as resident students under RCW28B. 15.012(2) (a)

through (e) if they were enrolled in an institution of higher education

as defined in RCW28B. 10. 016;
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(b) Have been domiciled in Cark or Cowitz county, Washington for
a mnimum of ninety days imediately before enrolling in a community
college located in Colunbia or Miltnonmah county, Oregon; or

(c) Are enrolled at Portland State University for eight credits or
| ess.

Sec. 7. RCW28B. 12.030 and 1994 c 130 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

As used in this chapter, the follow ng words and terns shall have
the follow ng neanings, unless the context shall clearly indicate
anot her or different neaning or intent:

(1) The term "needy student" shall nean a student enrolled or
accepted for enroll nent at a post-secondary institution who, accordi ng
to a system of need analysis approved by the higher education
coordinating board, denonstrates a financial inability, either
parental, famlial, or personal, to bear the total cost of education
for any senester or quarter.

(2) The term™"eligible institution" shall nean any post-secondary
institution in this state accredited by the Northwest Association of
School s and Col |l eges or any public technical college in the state or
until June 30, 2002, and for the sole purpose of sections 2 through 4
of this act, a community college located in Colunbia or Miltnomah
county, Oregon, and Portland State University located in Portland

Oregon.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. This act expires June 30, 2002.
