AN ACT Relating to higher education, but only with respect to
tuition and fees at comunity colleges and residency requirenents;
amendi ng RCW 28B. 15.100; creating new sections; and providing an
expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature recogni zes that access to
the state’s community and technical colleges is critical for many
residents who desire to obtain a higher education. The | egislature
recogni zes that the current | aws regardi ng residency inpact comrunity
and technical colleges as well as public four-year institutions of
hi gher educati on. Furthernore, a nore nobile work force and the
advancenents of distance |l earning are two el enents that are i npacted by
the state’s current residency |laws as they pertainto tuition at public
two-year and four-year institutions of higher education. Therefore,
the legislature intends to exam ne residency requirenments for public
institutions of higher education thoroughly.

The | egislature al so recogni zes that certain tuition policies my
have an adverse inpact on the unique role of community coll eges.
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Therefore, it is the intent of the legislature to elimnate
i npedi ments to the ability of comunity colleges to neet the diverse
needs of students and business interests.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) The hi gher education coordinating board
shal | convene a conm ttee to exam ne residency requirenents for out-of-
state tuition. The commttee shall consist of: Representatives from
the state board for community and technical colleges, the office of
financi al managenent, the hi gher education coordinating board, and the
four-year institutions of higher education.

(2) The study shall include, but not be limted to:

(a) The inpact the state’s laws for in-state and out-of-state
tuition setting has on econom c devel opnent within the state; and

(b) How the state’s residency requirenents should be applied to
enrol Il ment in distance | earning courses.

(3) The study commttee shall provide a final report to the senate
and house of representatives commttees on hi gher educati on by Decenber
1, 1999.

(4) This section expires Decenber 31, 1999.

Sec. 3. RCW28B.15.100 and 1998 ¢ 75 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The governing boards of the state universities, the regional
uni versities, The Evergreen State Coll ege, and the community coll eges
shall charge to and collect from each of the students registering at
the particular institution for any quarter or senester such tuition
fees and services and activities fees, and other fees as such board
shall in its discretion determ ne. The total of all fees shall be
rounded to the nearest whole dollar anount: PROVI DED, That such
tuition fees for other than the sunmer termshall be in the anounts for
the respective institutions as otherwi se set forth in RCW 28B. 15. 067.

(2) Part-tinme students shall be charged tuition and services and
activities fees proportionate to full-tine student rates established
for residents and nonresidents: PROVI DED, That except for students
registered at community colleges, students registered for fewer than
two credit hours shall be charged tuition and services and activities
fees at the rate established for two credit hours: PROVIDED FURTHER,
That, subject to the limtations of RCW28B. 15. 910, residents of |daho
or Oregon who are enrolled in conmunity college district nunber twenty
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for six or fewer credits during any quarter or senester may be exenpted
from paynent of all or a portion of the nonresident tuition fees
differential upon a declaration by the higher education coordinating
board that it finds Washington residents from the conmunity coll ege
district are afforded substantially equival ent treatnent by such ot her
st at es.

(3) Full-time students registered for nore than eighteen credit
hours shall be charged an additional operating fee for each credit hour
in excess of eighteen hours at the applicable established per credit
hour tuition fee rate for part-tine students: PROVIDED, That, subject
tothelimtations of RCW28B. 15. 910, the governi ng boards of the state
uni versities and the comunity coll eges may exenpt all or a portion of
the additional charge, for students who are registered exclusively in
first professional prograns in nedicine, dental nedicine, veterinary
medi ci ne, doctor of pharmacy, or |law, or who are regi stered exclusively
in required courses in vocational preparatory prograns.
