BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWA46.09.020 and 1986 ¢ 206 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

As used in this chapter the follow ng words and phrases have the
desi gnat ed neani ngs unl ess a different nmeaning i s expressly provided or
the context otherw se clearly indicates:

"Person" means any individual, firm partnership, association, or
cor poration.

"Nonhi ghway vehicle" nmeans any notorized vehicle when used for
recreation travel on trails and nonhighway roads or for recreation
cross-country travel on any one of the following or a conbination
thereof: Land, water, snow, ice, marsh, swanpl and, and other natural
terrain. Such vehicles include but are not limted to, off-road
vehicles, two, three, or four-wheel vehicles, notorcycles, four-wheel
drive vehicles, dune buggi es, anphibious vehicles, ground effects or
air cushion vehicles, and any other neans of |and transportation
deriving notive power from any source other than nuscle or w nd.
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Nonhi ghway vehi cl e does not i ncl ude:

(1) Any vehicle designed primarily for travel on, over, or in the
wat er ;

(2) Snowmpbiles or any mlitary vehicles; or

(3) Any vehicle eligible for a notor vehicle fuel tax exenption or
rebat e under chapter 82.36 RCWwhil e an exenption or rebate is cl ai ned.
This exenption includes but is not limted to farm construction, and
| oggi ng vehi cl es.

"Off-road vehicle" or "ORV' neans any nonhi ghway vehi cl e when used
for cross-country travel on trails or on any one of the follow ng or a
conbi nation thereof: Land, water, snow, ice, marsh, swanpland and
ot her natural terrain.

"ORV use permt" nmeans a permt issued for operation of an off-road
vehi cl e under this chapter.

"ORVtrail" nmeans a nmultipl e-use corridor designated and nmai nt ai ned
for recreational travel by off-road vehicles that is not normally
suitable for travel by conventional two-wheel drive vehicles and is
post ed or desi gnated by the nmanagi ng authority of the property that the
trail traverses as permtting ORV travel.

"ORV use area" nmeans the entire area of a parcel of |and except for
canpi ng and approved buffer areas that is posted or designated for ORV
use in accordance with rul es adopted by the managi ng authority.

"ORV recreation facility” includes ORV trails and ORV use areas
that are not in a governnentally inventoried roadl ess area.

"Omer" nmeans the person other than the I|ienholder, having an
interest in or title to a nonhighway vehicle, and entitled to the use
or possession thereof.

"Qperator” nmeans each person who operates, or is in physical
control of, any nonhi ghway vehicl e.

"Deal er" neans a person, partnership, association, or corporation
engaged in the business of selling off-road vehicles at whol esale or
retail in this state.

"Department” neans the departnment of |icensing.

"Hunt" nmeans any effort to kill, injure, capture, or purposely
disturb a wild animal or wild bird.

"Nonhi ghway road" neans any road owned or nanaged by a public
agency, or any private road for which the owner has granted a per manent
easenment for public use of the road, other than a highway generally
capable of travel by a conventional two-wheel drive passenger
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aut onobi | e during nost of the year and in use by such vehicl es and t hat
is not built or maintained with appropriations fromthe notor vehicle
f und.

"Hi ghway, " for the purpose of this chapter only, nmeans the entire
w dth between the boundary lines of every way publicly maintained by
the state departnment of transportation or any county or city when any
part thereof is generally open to the use of the public for purposes of
vehi cul ar travel as a matter of right.

"Organi zed conpetitive event" neans any conpetition, advertised in
advance through witten notice to organi zed cl ubs or published in | ocal
newspapers, sponsored by recognized clubs, and conducted at a
predeterm ned tinme and pl ace.

"Nonhi ghway road recreation facility" includes trails designated
for nonnotorized use.
