year 2000 is provided to contract for a study of policies and practices8

for setting information services rates paid by state agencies. The9

study shall include an analysis of the effect of current and10

alternative depreciation policies and schedules on rates and revolving11

fund balances.12

(2) $25,000 of the general fund--state appropriation ((for fiscal13

year 2000)) is provided solely for allocation to Project Citizen, a14

program of the national conference of state legislatures to promote15

student civic involvement.16

(3) $394,000 of the general fund--state appropriation is provided17

to support the legislature’s participation in the redistricting process18

in conjunction with the redistricting commission.19

Members shall be appointed by May 1, 2000. Staff support for the13

task force shall be provided by the legislative committee staff. The14

task force shall develop recommendations on the amount and source or15

sources of funding needed to encourage fairs and youth shows and any16

legislative proposals needed to implement the task force17

recommendations. The task force shall provide these recommendations to18

the appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature by November 15,19

2000.20

(((6))) (f) Recommendations for modifying the basis on which RSNs19

and community mental health providers are funded, including a funding20

formula that will result in a greater relationship of the funding21

distribution formula to the prevalence of mental illness in each RSN22

service area, to efficiency as demonstrated by performance measures and23

to effectiveness as demonstrated by patient outcome.24

The joint legislative audit and review committee may contract for25

consulting services in conducting the study.26

The study shall be submitted to the fiscal committees of the27

legislature by December 1, 2000.28

(2) $110,000 of the general fund appropriation is provided solely29

for a study of the K-12 special education program. The study shall30

focus on the following issues: A review of the findings of the special31

education program audit summary reports prepared by the state auditor32

in 1999 and 2000; the adequacy of the excess cost definition for the33

special education program adopted by the superintendent of public34

instruction; the ability to determine individual school districts’35

safety net funding need in light of differing accounting methods in use36

by school districts; the ability to uniformly determine individual37

school districts’ safety net funding need in light of differing service38

delivery practices. The final report shall be submitted to the39
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legislature no later than June 30, 2002. Interim findings shall be1

submitted by November 20, 2000, and November 20, 2001.2

(3) $135,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal3

year 2001 is provided solely for a study of bilingual education.4

(a) The committee shall require the office of the superintendent of5

public instruction to prepare a follow-up report on how it has6

implemented the recommendations contained in the legislative budget7

committee report number 92-3, "K-12 transitional bilingual instruction8

program." This follow-up report shall also include updated information9

on the length of stay in bilingual programs, testing methods for entry10

into and exit from the program, descriptions of program variations, and11

the relationship between length of stay and student achievement. The12

committee shall review and assess the superintendent’s report and13

present its findings to the fiscal committees of the house of14

representatives and the senate by December 15, 2000.15
