Section 123(12), pages 26-27, Attorney General, SSB 6385 (real
property)

This proviso funds inplenentation of Substitute Senate Bill
6385 pertaining to real property, and stipulates that the
appropriation shall lapse if the bill is not enacted. The
Legi slature did not pass the bill

Section 125(84), page 48, Departnent of Conmunity, Trade and
Econom ¢ Devel opnent , | npl enent ati on of ESSB 5959
(Transitional Housing)

The proviso provides funds to admnister the Transitiona
Housing Operating and Rent program if certain sections of
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 5959 are enacted. The
referenced sections were not included in the final version of
the bill.




Section 127(11), page 52, Ofice of Financial Mnagenent,
| npl enent ation of E2SHB 2631 (Office of Regulatory Assistance)
This proviso funds the inplenentation of Engrossed Second
Substitute House Bill 2631. The Legislature did not pass the
bill.

Section 127(12), page 52, Ofice of Financial Mnagenent,
Tracking 1-960 Costs

The proviso requires the Ofice of Financial Mnagenent (COFM
to track all expenditures and FTE wutilization in state
governnent related to the responsibilities of Initiative 960,
and to report to the fiscal commttees of the Legislature by
Novenber 1, 2008 Although OFM is tracking its own
expenditures, the majority of work in other agencies has
al ready taken place so an additional expense of recreating
records would be incurred throughout governnent.

Section 206(21), page 116, Departnent of Social and Health
Services Aging and Adult Services, Long Term Care Wrker
Certification and Training

This proviso funds Engrossed Substitute House Bill 2693
relating to long-termcare worker certification and training,
and stipulates that the appropriation will lapse if the bill

is not enacted. The Legislature did not pass the bill

Center Calls

This proviso funds inplenentation of Substitute House Bil
2756, pertaining to commtnent center calls, and stipulates

that the appropriation will lapse if the bill is not enacted.
The Legislature did not pass the bill.

| nsurance Appeals, E2SHB 3139 (industrial insurance benefits
on appeal )

The proviso funds the Board of Industrial |nsurance Appeals to
i npl ement  Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 3139.
However, the proviso requires the funds be used solely for the
paynment of benefits. The Board of Industrial Insurance Appeals
adj udi cat es appeal s but does not pay benefits, so it wll be
unabl e to use these funds to inplenent the bill

Section 218(19), page 151, Departnent of Labor and Industries,
ESSB 5831 (HVAC and refrigeration)

The proviso funds the Departnent of Labor and Industries to
i npl enent Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 5831. However, the
final version of the bill requires no additional noney.

Section 218(20), page 151, Departnent of Labor and | ndustries,
E2SHB 3139 (industrial insurance benefits on appeal)

The proviso funds the Departnent of Labor and Industries to
i npl ement  Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 3139.
However, the funds are from the appropriated accident and




medi cal aid accounts and the proviso requires the funds be
used solely for the paynent of benefits. The appropriated
accident and nedical aid accounts are the admnistrative
accounts the Departnent uses for its industrial insurance
operations and not for the paynment of benefits. Benefits are
paid from the non-appropriated portion of the accident and
nmedi cal aid funds, so the departnent will be unable to use the
funds provided to inplenment the bill

Section 222(53), pages 165-166, Departnent of Health, Long
Term Care Worker Certification and Trai ni ng

This proviso funds Engrossed Substitute House Bill 2693,
relating to long-termcare worker certification and training,
and stipulates that the appropriation will lapse if the bill

is not enacted. The Legislature did not pass the bill

Section 224(1)(h), pages 168-169, Department of Corrections
Adm ni stration and Support Services, Advisory Conmittee

This proviso requires the Departnment of Corrections to
establish the offenders in famlies advisory commttee. The
Department currently has voluntary famly commttees at each
institution, making this requirenent unnecessary.

This proviso requires the Departnment of Corrections to study
the costs and benefits of closing McNeil Island Corrections
Compl ex, but no funding is provided.

Therefore, the funds will not be needed.

Section 302(33), page 189, Departnent of Ecology, 2SHB 3227,
Hood Canal Water Quality

This proviso funds inplenmentation of Second Substitute House

Legi slature did not pass this bill.

This proviso funds inplenentation of Engrossed Second
Substitute Senate Bill 6502 pertaining to Rel ease of Mercury,
and stipulates that the appropriation will lapse if the bill
is not enacted.

Pr epar ati on, and Adaptati on, and stipulates that t he
appropriation will lapse if the bill is not enacted. The
Legi slature did not pass the bill.

Section 307(31), pages 204-205, Departnent of Fish and
Wlidlife, E2SHB 3186, Beach Managenent Districts

| have vetoed the portion of Engrossed Second Substitute House
Bill 3186 that places new requirenents on state agencies for
techni cal assi stance, coordination, nonitoring and assessnent.
Therefore, the funding is not needed.

Section 307(32), page 205, Departnent of Fish and WIldlife,
Danmage to Livestock by Wldlife

This proviso requires the Departnent of Fish and Wildlife to
conpensate commercial |ivestock owners for danage caused by
wildlife. While | appreciate the financial needs of |ivestock
owners, the Departnent has no statutory authority to provide
this type of conpensation.

Section 307(44), pages 206-207, Departnment of Fish and
Wldlife, SSB 6307, Puget Sound Marine Managed Areas

This proviso funds inplenentation of Substitute Senate Bi
6307 pertaining to Puget Sound Marine Managed Areas. |
stipulates that the appropriation wll lapse if the bill i
not enacted. The Legislature did not pass the bill

Section 308(27), page 213, Departnent of Natural Resources,
E2SHB 3186, Beach Managenent Districts

| have vetoed the portion of Engrossed Second Substitute House
Bill 3186 that places new requirenments on state agencies for
techni cal assistance, coordination, nonitoring and assessnent
so the funding is not needed.

Section 311(5), page 218, Puget Sound Partnership, SSB 6307,
Puget Sound Marine Managed Areas

This proviso funds inplenentation of Substitute Senate Bi
6307 pertaining to Puget Sound WMarine Managed Areas. |
stipulates that the appropriation wll lapse if the bill i
not enacted. The Legislature did not pass the bill

Section 501(2)(a)(x), pages 235-236, Superintendent of Public
Instruction, E2SHB 2712 (Crim nal Street Gangs)

Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 2712 pertaining to
crimnal street gangs does not include provisions requiring
the O fice of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI)
to create a brochure based on the recommendati ons of the task
force on gangs. Therefore, OSPI does not need $180,000 for
devel opnment, translation, and printing of brochures.

Section 501(2)(c)(xvi), pages 239-240, Superintendent of
Public Instruction, PSAT

Thi s appropriation provides rei nbursenent to school districts
for costs associated with offering the Prelimnary Schol astic
Aptitude Test (PSAT) to tenth grade students. Wile this test
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may provide students sone information about their readiness
for the SAT and college preparedness, it is a new approach
that has not been tested in Wshington. There are other
efforts already under way, such as the mathematics coll ege
readi ness assessnent, which has shown promsing results in
Washi ngton schools to influence students' course-taking
deci si ons and preparedness for college-level work.

Section 501(2)(c)(xviii), page 240, Superintendent of Public
Instruction, Dual Credit Workgroup

This proviso adds funding for the Ofice of Superintendent of
Public Instruction (OSPI) to convene a nulti-agency workgroup
regardi ng statew de coordination of dual credit prograns, such
as Running Start and Advanced Placenent. Because this is a
fundanmental responsibility of all agencies involved in dua

credit programm ng, they do not require additional funding to
conduct this planning and analysis. | am asking that OSPlI, the
State Boar d for Communi ty and Techni cal Col | eges,
representatives from public four-year institutions of higher
education, the Wrkforce Training and Education Coordi nating
Board, the Council of Presidents, and the Hi gher Education
Coordi nating Board work together, wth input from |oca

prograns, to develop a statew de coordinated plan for dual
credit prograns.

Section 507(4), page 264, Super i nt endent of Publ i c
| nstruction--Educati onal Service Districts, Readi ng
| nprovenent Specialist, pursuant to E2SSB 6673 (. Student
Lear ni ng Qoportunities)

This proviso adds $876, 000 for reading inprovenent specialists
at the Educational Service Districts. Reading was an early
focus for school inprovenent efforts. A nunber of prograns and
services continue to focus on inproving reading achi evenent,
such as Reading First federal grants; Reading Corps; and
district-focused activities wth federal Title 1, state
Learni ng Assi stance Program and other sources. The O fice of
t he Superintendent of Public Instruction also has used federal

Title Il funds to provide targeted professional devel opnent in
readi ng instruction for secondary school s.
Section 507(5), page 264, Super i nt endent of Publ i c

| nstruction--Educati onal Service Districts, Qutreach to
Conmmuni ty- Based Organi zations, pursuant to E2SSB 6673 ( Student
Lear ni ng Qopportunities)

This proviso appropriates funds to Educational Service
Districts to develop and provide a program of outreach to
communi ty- based prograns and organi zations that are serving
non- Engl i sh speaki ng segnents of the popul ation, as well as
those prograns that target groups of students that are
struggling academ cally. This idea should be considered wthin
the context of the studies, funded in other parts of this




budget and due this Decenber, that wll analyze and nake
recommendati ons on how to cl ose the achi evenent gap.

Section 511(46), page 285, Super i nt endent of Publ i c
Instruction--Education Reform Career Opportunities pursuant
to E2SSB 6673 (student |earning opportunities)

This proviso appropriates funding for a grant program to
school districts to provide sumer school funding for mddle
and high school students to explore career opportunities in
mat h, science, and technology. Simlar prograns are already
offered by school districts, skills centers and private
organi zations. One exciting opportunity initiated in 2006 is
t he Washi ngton Aerospace Scholars, a statew de partnership
t hrough t he Washi ngt on Aerospace Schol ars Foundation with The
Museum of Flight, schools, and business partners. The program
gi ves high school students the opportunity to participate in
hands-on engineering activities, tour facilities at Boeing

the University of Washington, Mcrosoft and Battelle, receive
mentoring from astronauts, pilots, engineers and scientists,
and conduct a project on Mars exploration.

Section 601(2), pages 296-297, Higher Education, Salary
Increases at Institutions of H gher Education

There is a drafting error in this section, which could result
in a policy change the Legislature did not consider.

Child Care for Students

Section 605(14), page 309, State Board for Community and
Techni cal Colleges, and

Section 613(9), page 343, Higher Education Coordinating Board
Substitute House Bill 2582 takes the first step toward the
goal of expanding child care by laying out a new matching
grant procedure and allow ng student governnents at each
college to raise funds through private donations. However,
expanding the conbined two- and four-year progranms from
$100, 000 per year to .1 mllion per year should be eval uated
in the biennial budget process when it can be reviewed in
context with existing child care prograns.

Section 605(23), page 311, State Board for Community and
Technical Colleges, Adult Literacy Education

This proviso directs the State Board for Community and
Technical Colleges to convene a one-day summt on adult
literacy and to conduct a nedia canpaign to inform citizens
about the availability of adult Iliteracy progranms and
services. The Board should consider making adult literacy a
feature of its nedia canpaigns and convening a summt to
informthe public on the status of its adult literacy prograns
W thin existing appropriations.

If an institution
determines that a nental health counselor is the best
investment for the institution, it <can direct its own
resources to this program As part of their work pursuant to
Second Substitute House Bill 2507 and Substitute Senate Bill
6328, | ask each four-year institution and the State Board for
Community and Technical Colleges to develop prioritized lists
of possible investnments and any |egislation required to make
student safety a priority in the 2009 Sessi on.

Section 606(24), page 319, University of Washington, Biota
| npacts from Low Di ssol ved Oxygen in Hood Cana

Since 2003, Congressman Norm Di cks has sounded the al arm about
the health of Hood Canal, securing federal funding to study
the | ow di ssol ved oxygen content in Hood Canal. This all owed
the University of Washington (UWN to create the Hood Canal
D ssol ved Oxygen program which investigates the causes of the
probl em and, along with the Puget Sound Partnership, attenpts
to find a solution. Gven the extensive work under way by the
Partnership and the UW we need to ensure that all funding for
this problem works together, and that we do not duplicate
efforts.

Section 610(18), page 334, The Evergreen State Coll eqge,
Exani ne Dat a Gat her ed Thr ough Sex O f ender Addr ess
Verification Activities

The Washington Association of Sheriffs and Police Chiefs
(WASPC) is overseeing a program to verify the address and

residency of all registered sex offenders and ki dnapping
offenders. As part of this program WASPC wll collect
performance data from all participating jurisdictions to

eval uate the efficiency and effectiveness of the address and
residency verification program In addition, the Institute for
Public Policy at The Evergreen State Coll ege was tasked with
assessing the prevalence of sex offenders who register as
honmel ess as a neans to avoid disclosing their residence. This
anal ysis can be conpleted by WASPC in its admnistration of
the program and assessnent of its effectiveness.



Section 612(8), page 340, Hi gher Education Coordinating Board,
E2SHB 2783 (Education Transfer Articulation)

Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 2783 creates work
groups and outlines tasks to inprove student credit
transferability anong community and technical colleges and
four-year institutions of higher education. Wiile this focuses
on the right problens, efforts already exist at the Higher
Education Coordinating Board (HECB) and State Board for
Community and Technical Colleges (SBCTC) in this area. | am
asking the agencies to continue their work to devel op ways to
i nform students, in clear |anguage, about the transfer process
and to address barriers to student transfers, especially for
those transferring fromtechni cal prograns or career schools. |
al so ask the HECB, SBCTC, and Wshington Student Lobby to
present proposals on transfer issues to the P-20 Council.
Finally, | also want the HECB and SBCTC to refine and conbi ne
their plans for a web-based advising system

Section 612(9), page 340, Hi gher Education Coordinating Board,
Prior Learning Wrk G oup

A barrier to the snooth transition fromwork to post-secondary
education and training is how institutions evaluate and give
credit for prior learning.

This section directs both the Ganbling Comm ssion and Ofice
of Financial Managenent to address cash flow issues pursuant
to RCW 43. 88. 050. However, the correct statutory reference is
43. 88.260(2) (b).

Thoughtful choices and fiscal discipline are the Kkeys to
delivering what is nost inportant to Washington's citizens.
