NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The departnent of health shall, using the
procedures and standards set forth in chapter 48.47 RCW conduct a
sunrise review of the proposal, as set forth in House Bill No. 1216
(2013), requiring health carriers to include fornulas necessary for the
treatment of eosinophilia gastrointestinal associated disorders,
regardl ess of the delivery nethod of the fornmula. The departnent shal
report the results of the reviewno later than thirty days prior to the
2014 | eqgi sl ative session.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. Each carrier shall continue to apply a
tinmely appeals and grievance process as outlined in RCW 48.43.530 to
ensure nedically necessary treatnent is available. Expedited appeals
must be conpl eted when a delay in the appeal process could jeopardize
the enrollees' life, health, or ability to regain maxi numfuncti on.
