WAC 132Q-276-120 Protection of public records. It is the policy
of the district, in order to protect public records from damage or
disorganization and to prevent excessive interference with other es-
sential functions of the district, that original copies of records are
not to be taken from the district designated area of custody or stor-
age. Any examination and copying of records subject to these regula-
tions 1is to occur at places designated by the district through the
public records officer and/or his designee. The fullest assistance to
inquiries and the most timely possible action on request for informa-
tion consistent with protection of the public records is to be sup-
plied.
