WAC 246-215-02200 Employee health—Reporting policy. The PERMIT
HOLDER shall require FOOD EMPLOYEES and CONDITIONAL EMPLOYEES to report to the
PERSON IN CHARGE information about their health and activities as they
relate to diseases that are transmissible through FoOoD. A FOOD EMPLOYEE
Or CONDITIONAL EMPLOYEE shall report the information in a manner that al-
lows the PERSON IN CHARGE to reduce the RISk of foodborne disease trans-
mission, including providing necessary additional information, such as
the date of onset of illness symptoms, diagnosis, or exposure to ill-
ness.
