WAC 246-243-160 Supervision of radiographers' assistants. When-
ever a radiographer's assistant uses radiographic exposure devices,
uses sealed sources or associated equipment, or conducts radiation
surveys required by WAC 246-243-190 to determine that the sealed
source has returned to the shielded position after an exposure, he or
she shall be under the personal supervision of a radiographer, as de-
fined in WAC 246-243-020. Personal supervision shall include (1) the
radiographer's personal presence at the site where the sealed sources
are being used, (2) the ability of the radiographer to communicate and
give 1mmediate assistance if required, and (3) the radiographer's
ability to observe the performance of his/her assistant during the op-
erations referred to in this section.
