WAC 296-131-135 Revocation of permits. (1) The department may
revoke any employer's permit to employ minors upon a showing that the
conditions of its issuance are not being met, or that other conditions
exist which are detrimental to the health, safety, or welfare of the
minor.

(2) The department may refuse to issue or renew a permit to em-
ploy minors. If the department refuses to issue or renew a permit, it
shall send the employer a notice of denial. The notice of denial shall
explain the grounds for denial of the permit. The department may re-
fuse to renew a permit if the conditions of its initial issuance are
not being met.

(3) Any employer aggrieved by any action taken by the department
under this section may appeal the action or decision by filing notice
of the appeal with the director within thirty days of the department's
action or decision. Upon receipt of an appeal, a hearing shall be held
in accordance with chapter 34.05 RCW. The director shall issue all fi-
nal orders after the hearing. Final orders are subject to appeal in
accordance with chapter 34.05 RCW. Orders not appealed within the time
period specified in chapter 34.05 RCW are final and binding.
