
WAC 296-17-873  Responsibility for past experience.  WAC 
296-17-87301 through 296-17-87306 shall be used to determine the as-
signment of past loss experience associated with a change in business 
ownership for experience rating purposes. It is the intent of these 
rules that every firm (business) shall be responsible for its past ex-
perience irrespective of ownership as long as the firm (business) con-
tinues to conduct operations which are subject to Washington Workers' 
Compensation Act. When a business or portion of a business is sold, 
the new owner or owners of such business or portion thereof shall also 
take over the past loss experience associated with the business unless 
another treatment is specified in these rules.
