WAC 388-76-10575 Resident rights—Privacy. (1) The adult family
home must ensure the right of each resident to personal privacy that
includes:

(a) The home;

) Medical treatment;
c) Clinical or resident records;
d) Personal care; and
e) Visits and meetings of family and resident groups; however
2) The resident right to personal privacy does not require the
home to provide a private room for each resident.
