(2) A current county service authorization;

(3) Documentation of DDA approval of your absence from DDA paid
services for more than ninety days with available funding for vyour
planned return to services;

(4) Evidence of approval for funding of a DDA service or enroll-
ment in a DDA HCBS waiver; or

(5) Authorization and payment of services using form A-19 state
of Washington invoice voucher.
