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“That’s been a savior of the state of Washington’s fiscal position in many ways, because it automatically puts into effect a hold on items when we’re in a deficit situation. It structures it so that they have to have a second trial before they can get a dollar of state money to spend. When you’re in tough times in your own family, you start reviewing what you’ve got on your agenda. That’s what it does. It was a wonderful law.”
