WAC 388-829A-290 When may DDA decline to authorize payment or
terminate a contract for alternative living services? DDA may not au-
thorize payment or may terminate a contract for the services of an al-
ternative living provider, when that provider:

(1) Is no longer the client's provider;

(2) Demonstrates inadequate performance or inability to deliver
quality care which 1is Jjeopardizing the client's health, safety, or
well-being. DDA may terminate the contract based on a reasonable, good
faith belief that the client's health, safety, or well-being is in im-
minent jeopardy;

(3) Is wunable to <clear a background check required by RCW
43.20A.710;

(4) Has been convicted of, or has a pending charge for a crime
that is disqualifying under chapter 388-113 WAC;

(5) Has been subject to a negative action described in WAC
388-825-0640;

(6) Does not successfully complete the training requirements
within the time limits required in this chapter;

(7) Does not complete the corrective action within the agreed
upon time frame; or

(8) Fails to comply with the requirements of this chapter, or the
DDA alternative living contract.
