
WAC 391-45-290  Posthearing briefs.  (1) Any party may, upon re-
quest made before the close of the hearing, file a posthearing brief.

(2) The examiner may direct the filing of briefs as to any or all 
of the issues in a case.

(3) Arrangements and due dates for briefs are established by the 
examiner.

(4) Any brief must be filed and served as required by WAC 
391-08-120.

(5) A party filing a brief under this section must limit the 
brief's total length to 25 pages (double-spaced, 12-point type), un-
less:

(a) It files and serves a motion for permission to file a longer 
brief to address novel or complex issues; and

(b) The examiner grants the motion for good cause shown.
(6) A motion for permission to file a longer brief may be made 

orally to the examiner at the end of the hearing, and the examiner has 
the authority to orally grant the motion at that time.
